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90" ANNIVERSARY OF THE ARMENIAN GENOCIDE

The Armenian nation and all Armenians of the Diaspora commemorate the 90™
Anniversary of the Armenian Genocide perpetrated by the Ottoman Turks in 1915

The whole world once again is reminded of the fate of the one and a half million
innocent Armenians who perished at the hands of the Barbarous Turks.

Armenians, from all over the world converged onto Y erevan, to join their brothers
and sisters in the march towards (tzizernagabert) monument to pa%/ homage to our
ancestors who fell victims to the horrors of the first genocide of the 20" century.

The Armenian Catholic Church and the whole Armenian Catholic Community
joined their brothers and sisters from all denominations in special prayers for the soul of
all those who perished in that terrible crime against humanity.

It is also worth to note that the Bishops conference of Italy has invited all the
churches in Italy to join in the prayers for the victims of the Armenian Genocide of
1915. This was done on the instigation of the Armenian Catholic Seminary in Rome.

It is our wish and hopes that countries of the world will take heed and join the gallant
nations who have put their names on the list of nations affirming this horrible Armenian
Genocide by the ottoman Turksin 1915.

Armenians, wherever they are, will never forget this dark chapter in their long
history and thus call upon the world community to exert all pressure on Turkey to
recognise and admit to this Genocide at the hands of their ancestors. Only then the
Armenian wound can begin to heal. Only then the process of closure and reconciliation
can take place.

Armenian religions

In AD 301, Armenia became the first nation to adopt Christianity as a State
religion, establishing a church that still exists independently of both the Catholic and the
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eastern Orthodox churches, having become so in Ad 451 as a result of its
excommunication by the Council of chalcedon.The Armenian apostolic Church is part of
the oriental orthodox Communion, not to be confused with the Eastern Orthodox
Communion. During its later eclipses, Armenia depended on the church to preserve and
protect its unique identity.

The Armenians have, at times, constituted a Christian “island” in a mostly Muslim
region. The Armenian Kingdom of Cilicia had close ties to European crusader States.
The religiously based sympathies that some Armenians presumably held for Imperial
Russia provided the pretext for the genocide of 1915-1916 by the Ottoman Turks.

While the Armenian Apostolic Church remains the most prominent church in the
Armenian community throughout the world, Armenians (especially in the Diaspora
subscribe to any number of other Christian denomination s. These include the Armenian
Catholic Church (which follow its own liturgy but recognises the Roman Catholic Pope),
and the Armenian brotherhood, which considers itself part of the Armenian Apostolic
Church but has been much influenced by Protestantism. There are numerous Armenian
churches belonging to protestant denominations of all kinds.

POPE BENEDICT XVI

Cardinal Joseph Ratzinger, Prefect of Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith,
President of the Pontifical Biblical Commission and International Theological
Commission, Dean of the College of Cardinals, was born on 16 April 1927 in Marktl am
Inn, Germany. He was ordained a priest on 29 June 1951.

His father, a police officer, came from a traditional family of farmers from Lower
Baviera. He spent his adolescent years in Traunstein, and was called into the auxiliary
anti-aircraft service in the last months of World War 1I. From 1946 to 1951, the year in
which he was ordained a priest and began to teach, he studied philosophy and theology
at the University of Munich and at the higher school in Freising. In 1953 he obtained a
doctorate in theology with a thesis entitled: "The People and House of God in St
Augustine’s doctrine of the Church". Four years later, he qualified as a university
teacher. He then taught dogma and fundamental theology at the higher school of
philosophy and theology of Freising, then in Bonn from 1959 to 1969, Mnster from
1963 to 1966, and Tubinga from 1966 to 1969. From 1969, he was a professor of
dogmatic theology and of the history of dogma at the University of Regensburg and
Vice President of the same university.

Already in 1962 he was well known when, at the age of 35, he became a consulter
at Vatican Council 11, of the Archbishop of Cologne, Cardinal Joseph Frings. Among his
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numerous publications, a particular post belongs to the ‘ Introduction to Christianity’, a
collection of university lessons on the profession of apostolic faith, published in 1968;
Dogma and revelation, an anthology of essays, sermons and reflections dedicated to the
pastoral ministry, published in 1973.

In March 1977, Paul VI elected him Archbishop of Munich and Freising and on
28 May 1977 he was consecrated, the first diocesan priest after 80 years to take over the
pastoral ministry of this large Bavarian diocese. Created and proclaimed Cardinal by
Paul VI in the consistory of 27 June 1977, of the Titles of the Suburbicarian Church of
Velletri-Segni (5 April 1993) and Suburbicarian Church of Ostia (30 November 2002).
On 25 November 1981 he was nominated by John Paul Il Prefect of the Congregation
for the Doctrine of the Faith; President of the Biblical Commission and of the Pontifical
International Theological Commission. Relator of the 5th General Assembly of the
Synod of Bishops (1980).

Elected Vice Dean of the College of Cardinals, 6 November 1998. On 30 November
2002, the Holy Father approved the election, by the order of cardinal bishops, as Dean of
the College of Cardinals.

President of the Commission for the Preparation of the Catechism of the Catholic
Church, and after 6 years of work (1986-92) he presented the New Catechism to the
Holy Father.
