Archbishop Nerses Der Nercessian 1920 – 2006 
The first Catholic Archbishop of Independent Armenia His Eminence Nerses 
der Nercessian, due to a lengthy illness passed away on December 24-2006, 
at our Lady of Nareg Hospital in Ashotsk, Gumri. His Eminence was born in 
Berlin 16 Novembre1920. He was ordained as a Mekhitarist priest in St Lazar, 
Venice - Italy 8 September 1946. He first parish was in Romania, were he 
served his people for many years. In 1986, he was unanimously elected 
AbbaHayr of the Mekhitarist order, and served his order until 1991. 
The collapse of the communist regime in the Soviet Union and the 
subsequent declaration of an Independent Armenia, Pope John Paul II 
nominated him to be the first Armenian Catholic Archbishop representing the 
Armenian Catholics in the Motherland. He was consecrated by Pope John 
Paul II in the Vatican City in the presence of the Catholicos Patriarch Jean 

Pierre Kasparian on 12, November 1992. 
He will be sadly missed by all who knew him for he had dedicated his entire life for the unselfish service of his 
people. We, as a parish, send our condolences to his family and friends and pray that his soul may rest in 
eternal peace in the Kingdom of his Eternal Father.  

 
New Archbishop of Iraq
