In the eleventh year of the pontificate of His Holiness Pope
Francis, the official investigation into the remains of the Servant
of God, The seals were placed on the wooden coffin, which
contains a crystal box, containing the remains of the Servant of
God, which were placed with great piety in the “Saint Gregory
the [lluminator” chapel of the “Saint Nicholas” Church in Rome.

On this occasion, the ceremony was held in a narrow circle,
headed by His Beatitude Catholicos Patriarch Raphael Bedros
XXI Minassian, and in the presence of the bishops of the
Armenian Catholic Church and members of the Church of Rome,
accompanied by specialized doctors, as well as members of the Armenian community in

Rome.

During the ceremony, documents were signed to officially close the
investigation into the remains.

Within the framework of the case for the beatification of the Servant
of God, Cardinal Krikor Bedros It is an important step in the success
of the call to beatify and declare the sainthood of the servant of God.

It is important to emphasize here that the remains of Cardinal
Aghajanian cannot be honored publicly, as long as the Church has not

yet issued an official statement regarding the holiness of the Servant
of God.

Preserving the body of the servant of God is an object of respect and a tangible sign of his
spirit and teaching. It is also a sign of his permanent presence in us, as well as our respect and
honor for him.

In fact, over the past months, the attention and care given to the remains of Cardinal
Aghajanian reflects the respect, gratitude and love that many have for him.

How many people had the grace to help him in the last moments of his life and to hear the
words coming from his heart, that he was not thirsty for water, but for the holiness of souls,
adding: “I am blind, I cannot see anything anymore and I am no longer worthy, but when 1
close my eyes forever...
