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ROUSE HILL

We have been unable to secure suitable premises to transfer our
school to temporarily in the Ryde area,

We are therefore planning to move to the site by February next
year, depending on the final outcome of the court case. . . .

It was on January 29th, 1985 that our school opened its
doors for the first time to commence the indomitable task .
of educating our young children in the Armenian language
and culture.

Al that time we were hoping to leave the present premises

of Lidcombe and settle in more lasting premises. In March
1986, we bought 25 acres (10.2 hectare) of fand at Rouse Hill
(Kellyville), in the Baulkham Hills shire.

We were expecting to build by the end of 1986 and we were
hoeping 1o opricerate %t Rouse Hill at the beginning of this
year. But that was not to happen. Difficulties with our
neighbours arose and the Shire Council, after giving its
Development Approval. rescinded its approval.

We appealed to the Land and Environment Tribunal and it
1s only last week that the trial was over, and now we y
are awaiting the verdict of the Court, Our Barrister an
Salicitors are confident that the verdict will be

favourable. o .

Our Architect is now finalizing detailed plans,

Initially we will be building
§ ~lassrooms

Small Hall/Library

S aff rooms

Administration office,

Our Architects estimate the cost of these buildings,
landscaping and car park together with the initial cost
of installation and connection of water, electricity and
sewerage will total about $1.5 million.

Having considered the many suggestions from our community
and parents, our plan is as follows;

(1) To appeal to Armenian tradesmen to help us with
the building and bring down the cost to
$1.2 million.

(2) To appeal to the Armenian Community and rajse -
$200,000 before the end of this year,

(3) To borrow $1 million from the bank repayable
in 20 years. -

Although the Armenian Community can pay this amount without
too great of an effort the majority of our people are not,
as yet, used to giving.

Now is the time for us ail to accept our responsibilities,
no matter how difficult, -

The Trustees of the school realising this difficulty have
taken the necessary steps for assuring the financial sur-
vival of the school, and this through different businesses
that have been set up, and are being set up. But because
We are working without capital, for the first 3 years,

all the income of these businesses have to be used to
repay their debts,

In the meantime we need 1o build and repay the bank the
school construction loan. Our annual repayment will be
$112,000, that is about $2,200 g week.

The $112,000 figure is worked out in the following way:
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Interest on $1,000,000 at 16% 160,000
Government rebate on interest 98,000

Actual interest to be paid 62,000
Repayment of Capital per year 50,000

Annual amount to be repaid $112,000
How do we expect 1o raise this amount?

When the school began, a group of parents and friends of

the school formed "St. Gregory’s Armenian School Supporters
Club", to date, 26 persons are members of this ¢lub.

Together they contribute $13,000 a year or about $250 per
week.,

We appeal to all those who care for the Armenian language
and culture to help us by promising to donate $5 or more

per week or a certain sum on a six monthly or annual basis, -
for the next three years,

We have 100 families whose children are attendin g the
school now. It has been suggested that all parents form
family cluster groups, comprising of close relatives and
friends of each student. If each family were to contrib-

ute S30 per week from its cluster group or $1500 per year,
for the next 3 years, then we will be able to overcome

our initial financial problem,
